TASK FORCE has always been highly regarded
and ran well in the Middle Park Stakes at the back
end of his juvenile career. Looks ready for the mile
test on this sharp track.

DANCING GEMINI interests me back over a mile.
He didn’t stay the Epsom Derby distance over 1m 4f
and the drop in class and trip can see him return to
his best.

SOCIALITE won on his first two starts and he's
beaten the reopposing King's Gamble before. If he
settles quickly, he’s a solid each-way shout.
